A Greek astronomer and geographer Claudius Ptolemy thought that there existed a southern unknown land. It was called “Terra Australis Incognita” meaning “the unknown land of the South”.

The Chinese had some knowledge of the continent as far back as the 13-th century.

Many navigators from different countries wanted to find out if there was really such a land.

The first Europeans visited the shores of Australia in 1606. Spanish sea captain, Luis Vaez de Torres, sailed through strait which was named Torres Strait after him.

In the 17-th century the lands of Australia and New Zealand were discovered by Dutch explorers Dirk Hartog (1616) and Abel Tasman(1642) who visited the island which later got the name Tasmania. The Dutchmen did not like the land much.

The first Englishman to visit the continent was a buccaneer William Dampiar who landed there in 1699.

Captain James Cook, an Englishman, visited Australia in 1770. They landed in a bay on the north-east coast which is today a part of Sydney in New South Wales. They saw unusual plants and animals and called this place “Botany Bay”.

Cook’s discovery was soon forgotten but not for a long time.

At that time the US became independent from the British Empire after the revolution and American colonies were lost. People had to leave the USA asked the British government to give them new colonies to live in.

More than that, the British convicts couldn’t be transported to the American prisons and British prisons became overcrowded. So, they remembered about Cook’s discovery of Australia.

In 1788 six ships started to Australia. Captain Arthur Phillip commanded the fleet. About 750 out of 1000 people on the ships were convicts.

Aborigines warmly greeted the first settlers. There were around 300,000 of Aborigines in Australia at that time.

Now Australia Day, January 26-th, commemorates that landing.

Gradually, more and more people arrived and some settlements were founded.

In 1901 six separate colonies in Australia united and became the states of the Commonwealth of Australia. It became the part of the British Empire under Queen Victoria’s rule.

In 1931 Australia got independence from Great Britain.

 The flag, symbols, the coat of arms and the national anthem of Australia

Advance Australia Fair-«Развивайся, прекрасная Австралия»

The flag of Australia was chosen in 1901, and in 1954 it became the Australian National Flag. It consists of many elements. In the canton ( left upper corner) there is the Union Flag. Under the Union Flag there is a large seven-pointed star known as the Commonwealth Star. To the right of them there are five white stars (one small and four big ones)- they are the Southern Cross constellation.

The small Union Jack represents the historical link with Britain, the large seven-pointed star represents States and Territories, and the small stars from the “Southern Cross” are an outstanding feature of night sky in the Southern Hemisphere.

The flag of Australia is the only one which flies over the whole continent.

The Commonwealth coat of arms is the formal symbol of the Commonwealth of Australia. Symbols of Australia’s six states are together on its shield. 

The national floral emblem is the golden wattle (acacia). It frames the coat of arms.

The kangaroo and the emu are Australian native animals that hold the shield on it. The platypus and the kookaburra are the symbols of New South Wales, the koala is Queensland’s symbol and the symbol of Western Australia is the black swan.

Australian national colors are green and gold. Gold is for beaches, harvest, wool and green is for landscape, forests and eucalyptus trees. 

The Australian National Anthem is called “Advance Australia Fair”. It was adopted in 1974 and is used in important public ceremonies, sport and community events.
